At that point 
we were approved to admit and receive 
payment for those residents who are Medicare 
eligible. Patients who have experienced the 
service at SPRI have enjoyed good results with 
their surgery and their post -surgical stay. This 
is a model that is unique and provides a high 
quality service at a lower cost than the 
traditional delivery of care in a hospital 
setting. Coincidentally, this also happens to be 
one of the objectives of Health Care Reform.  
 

At the end of January our Board of Directors 
and senior leadership will convene for a 
retreat to review our past performance and to 
update our organizational objectives for the 
next three years.
